Pharmaniaga gears up for growth 

  
 

Shah Alam, 8 May 2009 – Pharmaniaga Berhad (“Pharmaniaga”) today reported 

revenue for the first quarter ended 31 March 2009 rose 1.3% to RM313.7 million from 

RM309.6 million over the same quarter last year. Key drivers were an 8% increase in 

concession sales, a more than 100% increase in international sales and a 16.5% 

increase in contribution from Indonesian subsidiary, PT Millennium Pharmacon 

International Tbk.  

 

The Group’s profit before tax, however, declined 26.2% to RM20.2 million, from RM27.4 

million recorded in the same period last year. This is due to an increase in raw materials 

cost effective from the second half 2008. In addition, there is also a more conservative 

buying pattern by customers in the current weaker economic condition.   

 

“As anticipated, the Group’s private sector sales have been affected, but the current 

economic slowdown will not diminish our determination”, commented the Managing 

Director of Pharmaniaga Berhad, Mohamad Abdullah.  

 

“We have a Group strategy in place to increase the pace and remain resilient to the 

challenges for the rest of the year. The Group will continuously review its business 

model, enhance its capabilities and invest in areas that provide value to customers. We 

are tightly focused on improving operational efficiency and carefully managing the 

underlying cost structure to ensure we remain competitive,” he added.
